SUBJECT:  Children on the Common Property

Results Statement

An important aspect of the living environment at Iron Horse is the safety of residents. The purpose of this policy is to ensure that children make use of the common property in a safe manner, understanding that the outside common areas of the property include vehicular traffic. Observing these guidelines will help to promote the safety and well-being of all residents, particularly the children that reside at the property.

Guidelines

1. Children will not be permitted to play (this includes bike riding, roller blading, skate boarding or general loitering) in the following common areas:

· Underground garages

· Hallways or lobbies

· The main road way through the complex (as per the City, this is a road)

· The drive ways into each of the underground garages

2. Furthermore, children are not permitted to play on or in:

· The trees

· The garbage bins or enclosures

· On any railing in the complex

3. Balls of any kind are not permitted to be bounced against any of the buildings’ exterior or interior walls.

4. Children are welcome to play on the ‘grassed’ common areas, and paved path through the main common area in the middle of the complex.

5. The Board will strictly enforce this policy due to property damage and the potential for children to be struck by vehicles in the parkades and roadways.

6. The unit owner where the children reside or visit will be liable for damage caused by children, and they will also be assessed a $50 surcharge for each policy infraction.

7. The Board will refer any damage caused to any common property by identified children to the unit whose children damaged the common property.
8. The Board will undertake, through the property’s speed limit signs and reminders to adult residents, to promote the safety and well-being of children residing at Iron Horse.
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
