	NOISE BYLAWS
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Board members and Longley continue to get an escalating number of noise bylaw complaints.  Iron Horse has a strict city bylaw that must be upheld - 11 pm daily.  These complaints include excessive music, screaming and boisterous cheering, moves and children playing / running in the hallways.  Longley also gets many complaints of barking dogs inside and outside.  It is most helpful if you hear noise to report it immediately to Longley.  Please include the suite number causing the disturbance so that we can keep track of the number of complaints linked to each suite.  
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CANNABIS USE

One of the most common complaints that the board receives is in regards to the smell of marijuana.  Smoking in common areas like the hallways or lobbies of the buildings is prohibited under the condominium bylaws:  this includes the smoking of marijuana.  We would also ask that you refrain from smoking cannabis on your balcony as the smell can carry.  For a complex our size, we are getting way, way too many complaints and it is affecting the reputation of the complex.  Even though you may choose to include cannabis in your lifestyle, please know that we have a number of minors in the complex, and others who do not approve of the use or smell.  Please also note that:  possession of cannabis is still prohibited by law!

	

	RESERVE FUND STUDY

[image: image4.wmf]The board is pleased to report that we recently received our new ‘Reserve Fund Study’ for the overall position of Iron Horse Condominium Corporation.  This report covers recommendations for all areas of the Corporation from an outside source including but not limited to:  the reserve fund, structural repairs, cosmetic upkeep, elevators etc.  It is, for lack of a better term, a long term projection forecast report card.  We are happy to report that despite a few known deficiencies and a few visual upgrades, there is nothing major to repair.  One of the largest areas where condominiums experience shortfalls is in the area of the reserve fund, which regularly results in ‘Special Assessments’ needing to be charged.  At this time the board does not see a need for any special assessment to cover any lacking funds for any repairs outside of the existing budget. Complete study will be available on our website.
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	WHO ARE YOU?
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In the event of emergency, we need to know who is in each suite, and how to contact the resident at all hours should the need arise.  If you are a new owner, or if you are a tenant (renter) of a unit, please contact Longley at your earliest convenience to provide two contact phone numbers and an email address.  There have been incidents where we have not been able to reach a resident quickly.  It creates panic and usually more / further damage than necessary to the complex.
	
	SUITE INSURANCE
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Did you know that it is a requirement of the bylaws of the complex that you have either:  Condominium Owner’s Insurance, or if you are a tenant, Renter’s Insurance?  Were you aware that if your unit causes damage to the common property or to another suite, that if you do not have insurance you can be held personally liable for the damage?  For approximately $10 - $20 per month (depending on the coverage selected), you can be absolved of this responsibility.  If you have any questions, an insurance broker can have a quote for you very quickly.  If you do not feel comfortable or know a broker please contact Longley. 	RECYCLE, RECYCLE, RECYLCE
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At the moment the City of Airdrie does not have any formal recycling program in place for condominiums.  That being said, we have received a number of requests to have a recycling area.  Previously, the cost to such a program was very prohibitive.  The board is pleased to announce that commencing shortly, we are entering into a 60 day trial program with a local Calgary company: ‘bluPlanet recycling’. 	EYES & EARS & SECURITY CONCERNS
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The board needs your help in keeping the property as clean and vibrant as possible. 	PARKING:  VISITOR & RESERVED STALLS
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The board continually is getting complaints that guests are randomly parking in the reserved rental stalls.  We have commissioned ‘Reserved’ parking signs for all 24 of these stalls.  These should be ready to be installed by the end of October.  Visitor Parking:  the number of violators continues to be low, and parking availability good, however,  

we have instructed Vinci Parking to continue to tow violators as required.  Parking regulations are available online, or through Longley.
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
